Critique and Demonstration – VICTORIA PEEL
Victoria is a fabulous drawing teacher with many 
years of experience at the National Art School.
Artist and NAS lecturer Victoria Peel works in both 
pastel and paint, with an emphasis on colour and 
atmospheric space. She was selected for the Wynne
Prize at the AGNSW and has held 12 solo and many 
group exhibitions in Australia and overseas.
Her paintings and pastels have a luminous and 
uplifting quality about  them conjuring up notions of 
the sublime. Her colourful landscapes  
create an overall effect that is serene and meditative.
Victoria Peel currently teaches at the National Art 
School. Her exhibition background is extensive with 
solo shows including the Bonython Meadmore 
Gallery, Adelaide, Hogarth Galleries Paddington and  
King Street Gallery on Burton, Sydney. Amongst her 
many group shows, Peel was included in the 2002 
Salon de Refuses ñ Wynne Prize  Exhibition, S H 
Irwin Gallery, Sydney. This exhibition is her third  
solo exhibition at St Albans Gallery.
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June awards went to two regulars with Mitzi  
Tilley and Ros Psakis being chosen from a 
large and impressive field of quality works. 

Making Connections 
The primary thing to remember with Da Vinci is his 
observation and belief that "everything connects". 
Making connections between disparate things is 
perhaps the number 1 creative thinking skill, so you 
should definitely make it a practice to think of ways that 
different things relate to each other, and how different 
things could be combined to make something 
completely different.

The winning artworks showed a high degree of 
creativity. For that matter, there was lots of 
experimental works on hand from the members and 
that is impressive. Look at the 'Overflow' on the 
Society's website to see for yourself.

Ways of Stimulating Your Mind's Creativity 
Leonardo Da Vinci had specific techniques that he used to 
stimulate his intelligence and heightened creative thinking. 
He was ambidextrous and could write and paint with both 
hands at the same time. You can stimulate your mind by 
writing with your non-dominant hand for 10 mins a day. 
You could also learn to juggle (yes, Leonardo was great at 
juggling too!). He made copious notes which he wrote in 
mirror-writing (backwards letters written from right to left). 
Try and include some mirror writing in your daily practice -- 
it stretches your mind and challenges your awareness.

The Crow says.....
ACRYLIC

The greatest invention since oil paint in the 
fifteenth century!
That was when it took over from fresco 
because that process dried much too quickly.
The interesting thing is that, with acrylics, it 
seems that we have come full circle. This new 
media dries fast but despite this, it has become 
very popular among today's artists.
The reason may be that it suits the modern 
approach to painting. Oils suited the need for 
the allegorical images and portraiture of the 
middle ages and been refined since then  as the 
medium for serious artwork of the genre. 
Acrylics, on the other hand, is versatile. It can 
be watered down or bulked up. It's drying time 
can be extended or quickened. It mixes in a 
manageable way with a wide range of modern 
materials. It can be used a glue. It is ideal for 
underpainting with oil, as a means to quickly 
set design/shape/tone relationships.
Oils to acrylic, is like yoghurt to gelato. The 
one is warm, smooth and refined, the other is 
cold, coarse and brash. Life itself is like that, 

not always one or the other but sometimes both.
Let's drink to that! But best to use water.  (Don)

and the ‘Pro” says.....
OIL PAINTING

As a medium, oil paint has everything going for 
it. The consistency of oil paint can be used thin, 
or thick or medium.  It can be worked on when 
it’s wet or when it’s dry. The colours stay the 
same and don’t lighten or darken.    An oil 
painting can be completed in one sitting or 
worked on over a long period.   Paint can be 
applied in thin translucent glazes or thick 
opaque layers.  The finished painting can be 
varnished to a shiny gloss or left matte.    It can 
be worked through from lean to fat.  Or started 
out fat and finished up even fatter.
All in all, oil paint does everything. And, as a 
bonus, there’s the lovely fragrance of turps.  
These days though, there’s a move afoot to ban 
all smelly things like turps. People have been 
known to replace it with orange perfumed 
liquids, lemon scented fluids, baby oil, and no 
end of low odour, no odour, smell free, fume 
free concoctions many of which, in the fine 
print, suggest avoiding a build up of fumes?! Or 
stating that they don’t really recommend 
painting with it...... Confused?    Me too. While    	
  they sort it all out, I’ll stay on the Turps.!!  (Ros)
